	 Jesus’ Resurrection gives meaning 
to the paradox of the Cross and 
makes sense of pain, su�ering, and 
death. Death is not an end but the 
beginning of a life that is forever. The 
incarnate Jesus took human pain, 
su�ering, and death upon himself and 
passed through darkness into a new 
light to open a path of life for all.

	 Through the Resurrection, God 
anoints and sanctions everything 
Jesus taught and lived. Jesus’ words 
and actions were o�ered to us 
through his life. The Resurrection 
empowers us, through the giving  
of the Holy Spirit, to go and do 
likewise.
	 The historical Jesus is risen to a 
newness of life as the “Lord of the 
Universe.” He is the starting point 
and the ending goal, the Alpha and 
Omega, of human history. Jesus of 
Nazareth moved beyond any human 
con�nement of space and time to be 
our Eternal Light.

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The good news of Easter is that 
Jesus has triumphed over sin and 
evil—and so will we if we open our 
hearts to his Easter power. The 
good news of Easter is that every 
Good Friday in our lives can be 
turned into an Easter Sunday. The 
good news of Easter is that nothing 
can defeat us anymore—not pain, 
not sorrow, not even death.
